Significant challenges exist for ELL students. These include the following: 

a. High school assessments as a graduation requirement may prevent many ELL students from 
attaining a high school diploma. ELL students’ academic language proficiency may prevent 
many of them from receiving a high school diploma. Listening, speaking, reading and writing 
skills play an important role in ELL students’ success on the high school assessments 

b. Many ELL students enter Worcester County Public Schools with little or no English 
proficiency. Newcomer skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing impact their 
academic success as they struggle with grade level content. 

c. Although the trend has slowed, a significant number of ELL students are transient and do not 
remain in the school system long enough to demonstrate significant improvement.  

d. Eighth grade ELL students performing  at proficient or advanced levels on the MSA reading 
test declined 8.3% this year, from 75% (3/4) to 66.7% (8/12) this year. 

e. Seventh grade ELL students did not achieve AMO for the 2007 school year in reading. Only 
55.6% (5/9) were proficient or advanced. However, this was an improvement over the 
previous year when only 38.5% were proficient or advanced. 

f. Overall, elementary ELL students continue to do well on the MSA reading, but the fourth 
grade students’ performance declined 13.9% this year, from 88.9% (8/9) to 75% (9/12).
